
Mobile Livescan Fingerprinting
Mobile Livescan Fingerprinting is also known as inkless electronic fingerprinting and it is the hottest thing in the business when it comes to doing security checks on people.  These are essentially units that can be purchased by businesses, schools, security firms, banks (just about anyone) that have the need to prove individual identities through the process of electronically recording fingerprints. These fingerprints are then sent in turn to the Department of Justice for a completion of a criminal record check.
This type of technology completely replaces the roller and ink process of recording fingerprint patterns. The digitalization of fingerprinting now allows them to be sent to the Department of Justice to be checked within minutes. Formerly the only way this could be done was to send hard copies of cards with fingerprints on it through the mail that could take as long as two weeks. The automation of fingerprinting has made it a lot easier to forward them to the FBI if required. 
Mobile livescan fingerprinting is being adopted by all kinds of different businesses and industries including notaries, car salespersons, driving instructors and real estate licensees.  Caregivers, security guards, stock brokers, foster parents, bus drivers as well as anyone having contact with the children or the elderly must also be fingerprinting.
Additionally the Dept. of Justice will coordinate other processing resulting from the automated submission of fingerprints, including forwarding the fingerprints to the FBI (if required).  The great thing about electronic information is that it can be augmented by other sources within seconds so that profiles can be as accurate as possible.
Why was this technology needed in the first place?  Well, first of all the old-fashioned ink prints tended to smudge and smear. It was much too easy to put too much or too little ink on the finger pads which could cause problems.  If one little detail is not clear a guilty person could go free.  Electronically scanned fingerprints simply cannot be tampered with. They are a secure and safe way to  record and transmit somoene’s personal information from one place or another.
Another major benefit of using Mobile Lie Scan fingerprinting is that it can be done on the spot.  Fingerprints whether taken “on the road” by law enforcement officials or another way can be accomplished almost immediately. The old fashioned ink cards sometimes took up to two months to confirm history, especially if the prints actually turned up a criminal record. Thankfully mobile livescan fingerprinting is much more efficient!
